AFFIDAVIT

I, Thomas Jackson, of Hangar #12, Unit 200, 5225 216th Street, Langley, British
Columbia, Businessman, AFFIRM THAT:

1. | am a director and officer of each of the Petitioners, CanWest Aerospace
Inc. (“CW Aerospace”) and Can West Global Airparts Inc. (“CW Airparts”, and
collectively with CW Aerospace, the “Petitioners”) and as such have personal
knowledge of the facts hereinafter deposed, except where such facts are stated to be
based upon information and belief and where so stated | do verily believe the same to
be true.
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2. | make this Affidavit as an update to my 4th Affidavit in these CCAA
proceedings made on May 1, 2023 (the “4th Affidavit’), and what occurred following
the Petitioners’ being granted access to the Langley Premises under the Order made
May 4, 2023 in these CCAA proceedings regarding the Langley Premises (the “May 4
Order”).

3. All capitalized terms not otherwise defined in this Affidavit have the
meanings given to them in the 4th Affidavit.

Background to Cessna Dispute

4, In or around April 2014, an aircraft known as a Cessna 180, SN: 32289,
Aircraft Registration C-FHVE (the “Cessna”), which was sent to us for repairs by an
individual named Jason Vandenborn. After Mr. Vandenborn struggled with payments
and scope of work in relation to the Cessna over the years, in June 2022, it was
removed from the Langley Premises without notice to the Petitioners. The Petitioners
were owed for outstanding labour and materials on the Cessna at the time it was
removed for $17,500.

5. In subsequent correspondence with legal counsel for Shaun Heaps,
principal of the Landlord, | was informed that the Cessna was apparently sold to Mr.
Heaps.

6. Though the Cessna was removed from the Langley Premises, certain
parts related to it (the “Parts”) remained at the Langley Premises.

7. The Parts have been subject to an ongoing title dispute between the
Petitioners, Mr. Vandenborn, and Mr. Heaps.

8. In an attempt to move past this dispute, the Petitioners had tried to
negotiate an exchange of the Parts to the other parties in return for a release of claims.
The form of release was never agreed to, and the title dispute over the Parts remains
unresolved.

9. Mr. Heaps later took the position that the chief financial officer of the
Petitioners, Tara Lundy, and myself had stolen the Parts. On April 14, 2023, Mr. Heaps
sent Ms. Lundy a text message alleging theft and stating that he had opened a police
file which he was willing to drop if we gave him the Parts. Ms. Lundy later showed me
this message, and a copy of it is attached hereto as Exhibit “A”.

Access to Langley Premises

10. After the hearing for the May 4 Order, | understand that counsel for the
Landlord drafted the form of the May 4 Order and delivered to my counsel. | have
reviewed a copy of the form of the May 4 Order sent to my counsel, attached hereto as
Exhibit “B”.
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11. On May 6, 2023, just after 10:00 AM, | arrived at the Langley Premises
with Ms. Lundy, in order to receive the keys for access to the Langley Premises and
deliver a cheque for rent for the Month of May.

12. Mr. Heaps was present with several other individuals who | knew to be Mr.
Vandenborn, Kendall Ballantine, and Kevin Fairley. Ms. Ballantine is the spouse of Mr.
Vandenborn.

13. When we went to deliver the rent cheque to Mr. Heaps, he told me that he
first had to do a walkthrough to ensure we wouldn’'t do anymore damage, and that he
had a court order and advice from his legal counsel allowing him to remove the Parts
from the Langley Premises.

14, | had understood that the Landlord was only to have access to inspect the
Langley Premises after 5 PM, and we were to have immediate and continued access. |
pointed out to Mr. Heaps that the May 4 Order stated that he was only to inspect the
Langley Premises after 5 PM, and it did not make any mention about his being able to
remove the Parts or anything else.

15. Instead, Mr. Heaps would not give me the keys to the Langley Premises
until he and the other individuals did a walkthrough, which they proceeded to do.

16. A police officer was present to supervise the above exchange, however,
the officer did not follow the individuals into the Langley Premises for their walkthrough
and removal of the Parts.

17. Shortly after the above exchange began, at or around 10:25 AM, Ms.
Lundy and myself both received text messages from a number neither of us recognized,
which stated “Karma is a bitch ain’t it. Maybe this wouldn’t have happened if you and
Tara were civil human beings”. A copy of the resulting correspondence between myself
and the anonymous sender of the text message is attached hereto as Exhibit “C”.

18. Before Mr. Heaps would give me the keys, he said | would have to go get
the May rent cheque certified. | had to drive to the Bank to get the cheque certified, and
when | came back, | gave the cheque to the officer to exchange for the keys. Attached
hereto as Exhibit “D” is a copy of the certified rent cheque.

19. Following this, the officer and the Landlord’s representatives left, and we
entered the Langley Premises.

20. When we entered, we discovered that a vast quantity of our assets and
our customers’ assets were missing. This included parts, equipment, and inventory.
Attached hereto as Exhibit “E” are copies of photos we took that day to survey some of
the missing assets.

21. The Parts were specifically taken, which include certain smaller parts that
were taken by Mr. Heaps, Mr. Vandenborn, Ms. Ballantine, and Mr. Fairley that day of
May 6, 2023, but also certain larger parts such as the pontoons used to float the
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Cessna. These Parts would have had to have been removed over a longer period of
time than in the visit of the four individuals above.

22. Other assets were taken as well, including those that were specific to the
performance of the Bangladesh Contracts (as defined in my third affidavit made on
March 16, 2023 (the “3rd Affidavit”)), which are material to the business of the
Petitioners as outlined in the 3rd Affidavit. Almost all of our completed work orders for
the Bangladesh Contracts were removed. RBC specifically finances the Bangladesh
Contracts, and its loans were secured by these assets. Due to the military specific
nature of some of the assets related to the Bangladesh Contracts that were taken, |
have notified Controlled Goods of Canada, CSIS, and several US government
agencies.

23. On conducting further review, we found that approximately USD$1.5
million in assets were missing.

24, After discovering the missing assets, we found that the deadbolt of the
backdoor of the Langley Premises was left uniocked, and there were no signs of forced
entry around the Langley Premises. The backdoor did have an electronic lock which
automatically locks after being closed.

25. We had no access to the Langley Premises since April 1, 2023 with the
exception of three visits for about 15 minutes each, with our last visit on April 13, 2023,
all supervised by the bailiff then contracted by the Landlord, Elite Baliff Services Ltd.
(the “Bailiff’). At the time of our visit on April 13, 2023, we noticed no missing assets at
the Langley Premises. As per the correspondence with the Bailiff attached to the 4th
Affidavit, on or around April 17, 2023, the Bailiff returned the keys to the Langley
Premises to the Landlord.

26. After reviewing the alarm and access log to the Langley Premises, we
noticed there were several instances of access to the Langley Premises between April
27 and 29, 2023. A copy of this alarm and access log is attached hereto as Exhibit “F”.

27. To my knowledge, the Landlord was the only party with access to the
Langley Premises between April 17 and May 5, 2023.

Removal of Signhage

28. On May 6, 2023, we also found that our exterior signage had been
removed as well.

29. After the Petitioners lost access to the Langley Premises, we began using
a neighbouring premises (the “Neighbouring Premises”) to direct shipments while we
obtained a new facility.

30. On May 3, 2023, while driving by the Langley Premises to retrieve mail, |
noted that the exterior signage of the Petitioners was still on the building, which included
signage directing delivery of shipments to the Neighbouring Premises.
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31. At some point between the evening of May 3, 2023 and the morning of
May 6, 2023, all of the Petitioners signage and decals were removed from the Langley
Premises. This included a large sign on the front of the building that is an asset of the
Petitioners, as well as decals that would have had to have been scraped off of the
windows. The loss of the sighage directing shipments has already resulted in a delayed
delivery, interfering with the Petitioners’ business.

(the “Lease”).

The Petitioners shall forthwith provide to Helo a copy of any insurance policies held by
CW Aerospace in accordance with its obligations pursuant to section 1.12 of the Lease.

The Petitioners shall pay to FTI Consulting Canada Inc., in its capacity as Court-appointed
monitor in these proceedings (in such capacity, the “Monitor”), in trust during the week
ending June 4, 2023 the amount equal to the gross rent for the Langley Premises for the
month of April 2023 payable under the Lease (the “April Rent”).
