4. As detailed in the Invoices, from September 4, 2019 to January 31, 2020, CBB's 

invoiced fees amounted to $165,632.00, and CBB incurred and invoiced for disbursements in 

the amount of $6,377.52 and taxes in the amount of $20,058.19, for a total of $192,067.71.
