ORDER FOR JOINT ADMINISTRATION OF CASES

Upon the motion (the “Motion”) of Foreign Representative Dynamic Technologies Group

Inc. (“DTG”) as the authorized foreign representative (“Foreign Representative) of the above-

captioned debtors: (1) Dynamic Technologies Group Inc., (2) Dynamic Attractions, Inc., (3)
Dynamic Attractions LTD, (4) Dynamic Entertainment Group LTD, and (5) Dynamic Structures
LTD (collectively, the “Debtors™) in the proceeding pending in the Court of King’s Bench of

Alberta Calgary, Judicial Centre of Calgary (the “Canadian Court”) for the entry of an Order

authorizing the joint administration of the above-captioned Chapter 15 cases pursuant to Rule

1015(b), for procedural purposes only, and shall be jointly administered by the Court under Case
No. 23-41416.

4. Nothing contained in this Order shall be deemed or construed as directing or
otherwise effecting the substantive consolidation of any of the above-captioned cases.

5. All orders, pleadings, papers, and documents, except proofs of claim, shall be filed
and docketed in Case No. 23-41416. Any document filed in any docket will be deemed filed in all.
