Limited Partnership, Scott's Trustee Corp. and Scott's GP Trust; The Cadillac Fairview 

Corporation Limited; 20 VIC Management Inc., Ivanhoe Cambridge Inc., Morguard 

Investments Limited, Retrocom Mid-Market REIT, Primaris Retail Real Estate 

Investment Trust and Oxford Properties Group Inc.; 2279549 Ontario Inc. and Deborah
